Automatically changeable milling heads are available
for various tasks, e.g. a universal milling head with 38
kW power and 1,000 Nm torque at up to 6,000 rpm. Its
integral fluid cooling system ensures very long
continuous output times. The cooling system can feed
the coolant either through the tool, or from outside to
the cutting position. Important characteristics for the
sustained quality and productivity of the horizontal
machining center are its high levels of rigidity, thermo-
stability and dynamics. The MECMILL PLUS range
guarantees these, as well as high levels of accuracy and
reliability - characteristics very much required by a tool
and die maker in today’s global competition.
