DST utilises expertise
to expand the range

innovations and surprises in the range of machines
from Dérries Scharmann Technologie GmbH (DST).
On the one hand, the Mdnchengladbach company
is presenting new machine tools of high accuracy
and performance, while on the other hand it is
appealing to new target groups with ‘smaller’
machines. Some of the highlights include vertical
spindle cylindrical grinding applications of up to
1,100 mm diameter with tolerances of appreciably
less than 2 pm. Or complete machining of complex
asymmetric components with turned journals
requiring better than 10 um roundness, as well
as chip volumes of more than 1000 cm®min in
high-strength heat-treated tool steel with Multi-
Functional Horizontal Machining Centres (HMC).
Simultaneous five-axis machining at double the
productivity of conventional HMC ought to
convince the experts as well. Stand A36 in Hall
13 therefore will certainly be included in the
programme of visiting machining specialists
interested in innovations, whether they be
production engineers or tool and die makers.

An example of the drive for innovation at DST
is the new ECOSPEED F HT. It is characterised
by the innovative Sprint Z3 Head. At the request
of customers from the aircraft industry and
mechanical engineering, this parallel kinematic
5-axis machining system is now also available
for economic milling operations on smaller
complex workpieces. The smallest machine of

the ECOSPEED family is equipped with pallets of (

800 x 800 mm or 1000 x 1000 mm size. A fixed

column mounts the Z3 machining head and the

workpiece travels in the X direction with the DS
horizontal table.
