In July 2006, Dorries Scharmann Technologie
GmbH (DST) in Ménchengladbach had existed in
its current form for a decade. The fledgling
company, however, has been no upstart. During
the decade from 1996 to 2006, it has succeeded
in continuing the long and changeful development
history of European machine tool engineering.
Customers from the motor, aerospace, energy
supply, machinery, tool-making and mould-making
industries prize the turning, boring, grinding and
cutting lathes for machining large, complex
components, not least because of their precision
and efficiency. By strengthening the top
management of this leading global company, we
will ensure that this success story continues.

The origins of the Dérries, Scharmann and
Droop+Rein companies date back to 1884 and
1885. In the century that followed, all three
claimed their place in industrial history and helped
German machine tool engineering gain its position
of world renown. In 1916, the Frenchman Charles
Berthiez founded the company of the same name
in Paris, which also became a highly successful
manufacturer of machine tools. In the 1996
company restructuring, all these traditional
companies were transferred into the new DST,
with the development and production of high-
quality machine tools now forming the core
competence. Despite its worthy predecessors,
success for the company could not be taken for
granted and has had to be earned 100% in its
own right. Approx. 700 employees generate a
turnover of more than 125 million Euros, two
thirds of which is down to export business. Since
the re-launch, a total of 435 large machine tools
have been supplied to customers across a wide
range of international industrial sectors.
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In many sectors, DST are at the technological
forefront for their products, e.g., machining of
aluminium structural components for the
aerospace industry. The high precision, parallel-
kinematic Sprint Z3 machining head, for example,
is just one highlight amongst a host of
technologically advanced solutions. It holds the
world cutting record of 8,000 ctmin for high-
strength aluminium, in the cutting of structural
components for the aerospace industry "from
solid metal”

In accordance with his long-term plans, the Chief
Executive Officer (CEO) Jurgen Tonn will leave
DST on the 31August this year. He has been
with DST since 2001 and will hand over his duties
to his younger colleague Dr. Norbert Hennes, the
former CTO, who will assume chairmanship of
the company from the 1st September. As of the
1% July, two experienced commercial and technical
experts joined the management team. A
mathematics graduate and Master of Business
Administration (MBA), Daniel Rosenthal (36), a
former commercial director, assumed his duties
as commercial managing director ghitily 2006

and was entrusted with DST’s commercial interests.
The US subsidiary, DS Technology (USA) Inc., has
a new Chief Executive Officer (CEO) in Dennis
Harold Lucas (51). He brings with him top
management experience from a host of
international companies.
